In our efforts to develop the area of Women’s Handball in Europe, the EHF Women’s Handball Board (WHB) are very interested in initiating opportunities for women involved in the sport, in order to expand their knowledge and expertise and to increase the number of competent and knowledgeable women in key positions; our ultimate aim being to support and strengthen women’s handball and to promote female leadership.

The collected information in the “WHB Players Survey 2012” positively indicated a desire expressed by the elite female handball players to continue working in handball after the end of their active playing career, particularly in roles such as coaches, delegates, referees, and club directors/managers/secretaries.

Hence, the WHB would like to encourage women to take up leadership roles and to ensure greater involvement of women in competition, administrative and board structures in handball.

The WHB is especially interested in increasing the number, as well as improving the competences, of female coaches, referees, delegates and sport mangers in all spheres of handball through the initiation of opportunities that would allow:

· The retention of elite female players within handball via their “recruitment” for participation in personal development programmes in the areas of coaching, officiating, and sport management.

· Further education of the current female coaches, referees, delegates and sport managers to a higher level of knowledge and understanding via appropriate EHF courses, seminars and workshops.
Therefore, the European Handball Federation, upon the initiative of the Women’s Handball board and in conjunction with the EHF Methods Commission invites female players, coaches, referees, delegates and sport managers who have an interest in further education for the respective roles to use the “online registration” to express their interest.

The EHF would organize the respective educational programmes in the following period 2014-2015 in respect of the expressed interest and needs. The course fee and accommodation costs will be subsidized to a maximum contribution of 75% by the EHF, with nominations being subject to EHF approval in accordance with the respective selection criteria.
